	Composition: punctuation

	· Place the possessive apostrophe accurately in words with regular plurals [for example, girls’, boys’]
	
	
	
	

	· Punctuation to mark sentences-full stops, capital letters, exclamation and question marks- is usually used accurately.  Apostrophes increasingly accurate.
	
	
	
	

	· Capital letters are used accurately for proper nouns.
	
	
	
	

	· Usually using inverted commas for punctuating direct speech
	
	
	
	

	· Beginning to use commas to mark phrases and clauses, as well as to separate items in lists.
	
	
	
	

	Composition: text structure and organisation

	· Plan using ideas gathered from wide reading and modelling, discussing and recording ideas.
	
	
	
	

	· Writing demonstrates an understanding of purpose and audience.
	
	
	
	

	· Usually groups similar information together (beginning to use paragraphs for all forms of writing)
	
	
	
	

	· In non-narrative material, simple organisational devices such as headings and sub-headings are used.
	
	
	
	

	· Simple overall structure of the chosen non-narrative text type is usually used appropriately.
	
	
	
	

	· Settings, characters and plot are created by using the main structures of story writing (beginning, middle and a clearly developed resolution)
	
	
	
	

	Composition: drafting and editing

	· Proof read to check for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation with increasing accuracy.
	
	
	
	

	· Use the first two or three letters of a word to check its spelling in a dictionary
	
	
	
	

	· Make simple improvements to contents of writing within their own writing and to writing of others.
	
	
	
	

	Composition: effective use of language or vocabulary

	· Read aloud their own writing, to a group or the whole class, using appropriate intonation and controlling the tone and volume so that the meaning is clear
	
	
	
	

	· Deliberate uses of adventurous word choices to add detail and engage the reader eg use of adverbs, adjectives and prepositions
	
	
	
	

	· Technical language appropriate to the text type is used.
	
	
	
	

	· Develop their understanding of the concepts set out in English Appendix 2 by: using conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to express time and cause
	
	
	
	

	Transcription: handwriting

	· Use a joined style of handwriting that is legible
	
	
	
	

	· Use the diagonal and horizontal strokes that are needed to join letters and understand which letters, when adjacent to one another, are best left unjoined
	
	
	
	

	Transcription: spelling

	· Spell words that are often misspelt
	
	
	
	

	· Use further prefixes and suffixes and understand how to add them (English Appendix 1)Prefixes- un, mis, dis, anti, auto, sub, super; suffixes- ly, ation, sion, cian, tion
	
	
	
	

	· Spell further homophones: see list on page 63
	
	
	
	

	· Write from memory simple sentences, dictated by the teacher, that include words and punctuation taught so far
