Welcome to Year 2!
The Beech Class Team for the coming year is Mrs Morris (Monday - Wednesday) and Mrs Welsh (Thursday - Friday). Our teaching assistants are Mrs Benham and Miss Berks.
We look forward to getting to know the children better over the new few weeks in class. We hope you find the following information useful. 
Our Approach

Phonics and maths lessons are taught in a similar way to year 1 where children learn in a more structured way. Other areas of the curriculum are taught through a variety of approaches including drama, investigation, learning through play and learning outside of the classroom. We believe in a flexible, child-centred approach to learning and so we adapt our teaching depending on the needs of the children.
To build on the independence children gained last year, we ask that children are dropped off in the playground, allowing them to sort out their own lunchbox, coat and book bag. The Beech team are available in the mornings to help with this transition and handover. They will be well-placed should you need to catch them for a brief word. Alternatively, one of us will be available at 3.15pm or we will be happy to make an appointment if you need more than a quick word.

Reading and Phonics
In Year 2, phonics continues to be taught using the Monster Phonics programme. We have daily phonics sessions to continue to build on the children’s phonics knowledge, with booster support taught if needed. There will be more information regarding phonics during the information evening (more information to follow).
Your child has now been given a Monster Phonics reading book, home spelling book and reading record. The children are expected to bring these into the classroom each day as they will use them regularly in school as well as at home. To develop fluency, expression and understanding, children are expected to re-read the same book more than once each week. Reading books will be changed on a Monday. Children may also bring home a book of their choice from the book corner.
Homework
Reading – All children need to be read with as often as possible, ideally every day. This can be simply a few pages of their Monster phonics book or another book of their choice. Please complete your child’s Reading Record, making note of any difficulties or successes that the children have when you feel it is appropriate, ‘book talk’ that you have shared or stories the children have enjoyed – this can also include stories read to them. Simply signing and dating to record that reading has taken place can be sufficient to keep us informed. Please do not feel obliged to always write a comment.


Maths – In year 2, we will begin by going over number bonds to 10 and teaching the 2-, 10- and 5- times tables, along with the corresponding division facts. We aim to teach these in a fun and engaging way and often use online games such as ‘hit the button’ - https://www.topmarks.co.uk/maths-games/hit-the-button. 
It would be helpful if your child spends some time practising their times tables and number bonds at least three times per week (this could be through a game, on a car journey or the walk to school, for example). These will also be practised in class, and we will assess progress weekly, with an opportunity for children to earn certificates. We will print out a copy of your child’s Times Tables Rockstars login with information about how to use the website to practice number bonds and times tables.
Other homework – Please find attached a homework menu. Children can choose an activity from the homework menu each week to complete, if they wish, which can be brought in to share with the class.
General Reminders
This term our PE lessons will be each Wednesday and Friday. Please ensure that all items of PE kit are clearly labelled.
Please ensure that your child brings a named water bottle to school with them each day. 
Suitable clothing for all weathers is essential to ensure that playtimes run smoothly and are enjoyable for all. Please ensure that your child has a waterproof coat with them this season. Wellington boots can be kept under your child’s peg in the cloakroom. Alternatively, there is a sheltered area by our classroom door that makes any footwear changes easy at wet drop-offs.
Finally, please keep your eyes on our webpage where we aim to share lots of photographs, news and information from our week.
