Homework
Homework folders will be sent home with weekly spellings on Wednesdays, to be completed and returned the following Monday. Our spelling test will be on Monday mornings. 

We also ask that pupils complete 10-15 minutes of Times Table Rockstars (TTR) online every week. If you have any difficulties accessing a device, alternative homework can be provided. Please just ask a class adult. Sign ins and more information will be included in their homework folders. 

Additional homework may also be set throughout the term and completion dates will be included. 
Please continue to read with your child regularly, ideally at least 4 times a week – they will be provided with a Reading Journal to update with their reading at home and at school. This contains tips and questions to help them develop their reading fluency and comprehension.
